2. Intangible Heritage 

Intangible heritage refers to the non-physical aspects of culture, such as traditions, rituals, 

knowledge systems, and expressions. These elements are often passed down orally or through 

practice, making them living traditions. 

Examples of Intangible Heritage in India 

 Festivals and Rituals: 

o Diwali - The festival of lights celebrating the victory of good over evil. 

o Durga Puja (West Bengal) - A grand celebration of the goddess Durga. 

 Performing Arts: 

o Kathakali (Kerala) - A classical dance-drama known for its elaborate costumes. 

o Rajasthani Folk Music - Enchanting melodies from desert communities. 

 Traditional Practices: 

o Yoga - A spiritual and physical discipline originating from ancient India. 

o Ayurveda - The traditional Indian system of medicine.

o Rasgulla - A sweet delicacy from Bengal.
