It is very difficult to avoid the
need to travel. It may be a trip to school,
university or to work. Travelling can
often take a long time, especially when
great distances need to be covered.
People often enjoy travelling abroad for
holidays. But for some people travelling

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is not fun at all. Some people suffer
from travel sickness. This means that
they will become very unwell each time
they travel.

Travelling can be either affordable or
costly. It often depends on how far you
want to travel and the choice of
transport.

However, the use of a bicycle can
be hardwork and can take a lot of time
to travel long distances.
