Again Sa +ta + ra = Sy, In
old Days ¥ (Sattra) was written. But in lack of Assamese scripture or latter by the methqq of
simplification with modern technological education the word ‘Satra’ has come from ‘Sattra’ The
use of the word ‘Satra’ is coming differently in different time. The meaning of the word Satra

has also been changed in the changing of era.

It has been proved that an institution like Satra has been continued from ancient time in Assam, The
mention of Satra, ‘Hati’ etc. are found by Dr. Pratap Ch. Choudhury at 1232 A.D. at the Ambari Rock
Inscription.

(Male) is the supreme human being. Narayana (God).'In *VaisnavaSabdakosa’the meaning of
‘Mahapurusa® has been given in such a way — Mahapurusais an extraordinary spiritual
energetic man, great, supreme and saint. Purusottama , Narayana.*According to the
‘ChandrakantaAbhidhan’ the meanin g of Maharpurusa is (1)a virtuous man; a saint, (2)God,
Vishnu(3)Sankardeva and Madhavadeva, the founder of the Vaishnava religion inAssasm,
relatingto or following the doctirnes of Sankardeva.’It is understood that the word
Mahapurusa has been used as an equivalent to Purusottama, Narayana, Bhagaban, Visnu etc.
In Gita, Purusottama is the Krisna, Krisna is the Brahma and Brahma is the Mahapurusa.
According to Sankhya Philosophy Purusa means sense or consciousness or the supreme spirit
or soul and Prakriti (Nature) means inanimate or body. This Purusa and Prakriti is the root
of creation.

4% Acharya Jamunacharya or first Ranganathan, originator of Qualified Monism composed a
book named MahapurusaNiraya is undoubtedly the book of IswaraNirnaya. Though
generally the word Mahapurusa mean the supreme human, saint, great human, yet the word
Mahapurusa mean the Paramapurusa or the Supreme Being.Madhavadevaalso described the
mraning of Mahapurusa in Mahima of Nam-Ghosa®. Perhaps, for the first time in the
Charitputhis or biography ofSankaradeva, the word Mahapurusa has been used in front of the
name of Sankaradeva.The word Mahapurusa has been used for hundred times in the
Charitputhis. 1t is to be noted that the Mahapurusa has been using not merely as an adjective
but as an equivalent word Sankaradeva.

Abstract

Itis generally belived that religion is notindependent of philosophy. The two terms- Religion
and Philosophy are interwoven. But, this concept of interconnectedness between the two
terms is sometimes not valid in western domain of philosophical tradition. In the west a
philosophical tradition may developed without any affiliation to religion. However, the case
is not same in oriental tradition except a few. Oriental philosophical traditions developed in
the fertile soil of religion. On the other hand, the Bhakti Movement which sweptacross north-
south, east-west provinces of medieval India helped in the growth and the development of

several schools of philosophy.l It is to be mentioned that prior to the advent of Vaishnava
Movement (Bhakti Movement), Sankaracharya established the most famous philosophical
tradition - Adaitavada.

The history of medieval India is the history of Vaishnava Movement or more popularly
known as Bhakti Movement. From 12th to 17th century of Christian era, there was a world-
wide reformation and many reformers were born in various parts of India too under the
leadership of various regional reformers and saint-poets. All the Vaishnava reformers did
their best to reform the society which fell into the deep well of superstition, orthodoxy, caste
system, untouchability etc. There was no way of salvation for them. The Brahmanical cult
which evolved thousands of years ago was responsible for the man degradation of the
society. They also exploited the mass people in the name of Vedic rituals. The society started
decaying when the Brahmanical cult raised their head in the society. There was no difference
between the lives of lower casts and beasts. Both the two classes of beings were treated by
the so-called upper class in the same manner. As a result lacks of people had to spend their
day-to-day life as beasts. It is to be noted that all there nasty behavior shown to them by their
masterly class in the name of religion. So the great souls of the society came out with zeal to
take the necessary steps to reform the society. In this pupose, various saint-poets or
Vaishnava Gurus were born in India. They tried their best of level to establish the equal status
of every human being in the society.

Ras-Krira — The Divine Display of Love have a grave and profound spiritual significance. It has been
assumed from the historical point of view that Lord Krishna was born during the first decade of sixteenth
century B.C. and the last decade of fifteenth century B.C. (Assumable 1510 B.C.- 1490 B.C.). Again
according to Indian astronomy Lord Krishna was born in the Dwapar Yuga (the third of the four yugas or
ages). As the Ras-Krira or Ras-Leela connected with Lord Krishna it says that it was the creation of Dwapar
Yuga. In the Harivansha, Srimadbhagavata, Kirttana-Ghosa, Bishnupurana, Brahmavoivarta Purana, Geeta
Govinda, Keli Gopal Nat etc. Lord Krishna has been accepted as the ,,Purnabrahma’(complete incarnation of
God) of Dwapar Yuga. Therefore all the peoples have been worshipping Lord Krishna as Omnipotent znd
»Krishna Eka Deva Dukhaharii.e. Krishna is the only destroyer of all troubles in the KaliYuza (the Fourth
Age). In the round of the division of the yuga or era the Ras-Krira or Ras-Leela has been formed in various
structure according to area, atmosphere and mankind.

The Ras-Leela or Ras-Yatra whichraised in the Dwapar Yuga at holy Vrindavana where Krishna
sported with Gopys" (the female milk-maids) in the autumnal season, Mahapurusha Srimanta Sankaradeva
describes as ,Ras-Krira". Ras-Krira means the circular dance of Lord Krishna with the cowherdesses of Vraja
on the bank of the river Yamuna in the clear autumnal night.

Dharma at the Satra, what have been practised in the ideal of both the Gurus, even today by dance,
song, music, Bhauna, Nama-Prasanga, Ghosha-Kirtana are nowhere to be found in any religious
institution of other states of India. The practice of the Nama-Prasanga ete. in the harmony of the

sounds of Khol-Tal is the rare example in the other religious sects of the world. ! For the propagation
of the Ek-Sarana Nama Dharma through the monotheistical ideal of eka deva cka seva, Srimanta
Sankaradeva has been opened the way of nine-folded Bhakti as follows:

The sravana-kirtana was given the prime place by the Mahapurusha in the Bhakti Dharma. In
this regard Dr. Nagen Saikia says that Mahapurusha Sankaradeva along with the other Gurus
established an unique institution like the Satra as the centre of spreading the Bhakti-cult. These
Satras have been established as a centre of moral, spiritual, social and cultural teaching and exercise,
It succeeded the first renaissance in the social life of Assam. Even in tho mental and intellectual life
of Assamese people also it influence in such a way that those who are outside the Satras turns into
the jurisdiction of moral, social and cultural comprehensive value, That is why irrespective of cast,
colour even creed the social, cultural and moral character of Assamoso people are same.2

In the later part of the Neo-Vaishnava Dharma in Assam  thero resulted four Sanhahatis in the
name of Brahma, Purusha, Kala and Nika. So many Satras have been grown up under each Sanhatis
in their own respective customs and rituals, Unlimited Namghars have boen created in support of the

Abstract

Amongst the Satras of Kamrup district Chamariya Satra is the prime one. It is one of the
important Satra amidst the Satras of Assam. Following the advice of Mahjpurusha
Madhavadeva, his most favourite disciple Sri sri Bar-Vishnu Ata established this Satra in
1410 saka (1588 A.D.). Chamariya Satra is situated in the present Chamariya village under
Chamariy acircle of Kamrup district of Assam at a distance of 15 k.m. North of Boko town.
The Satra is named Chamariya according to the name of the village.

In the ChamariyaSatra, a conical structure with concrete brick wall is situated on the
northern side of the eastern end of the Kirtanghar, which is locally called Math. The Math
was built by the Ahom Swargadew Lakshmi Singha in 1693 saka (1771 A.D.). The Swargadew
also granted 800 bigh;s of land for the purpose to run the Satra without any difficulty along
with a Copper Plate inscription which gives us all information in detail.

The notion of culture as a social discourse finds its roots in ancient history
which had gradually sharpened the increased detachment of humans from
their immediate physical environment. This was subsequent to the disassocia-
tion of the spirited and pantheistic idea of nature that eventually paved way
for a mechanical view of nature. Such a cultural shift has been an outcome of
science, technology, industrialism, capitalism, and modernity that maintained
an oppositional and conflicting relationship with the ecological world. This
tensional equation within culture when attached to other situational parame-
ters throughout history led to a blinded ideological chase for power, authority,
and dominance that were often manipulated by social agencies that acted as
motivated mechanisms to generate dualism across cultural categories. This
continuity of tension across society in the contemporary society makes us
realize that there has never been a single dominant structure of culture that
was fully overarching at any given time and situation. In fact, in the Anthro-
pocenean, it has often been observed that social parameters like classism,
sexism, anthropocentrism, speciesism, ageism, naturism, and racism that
contested for power and hegemonic dominance have frequently been ques-
tioned, challenged, and reshaped as considered appropriate and necessary to
the changing milieu of a given culture at a given time. Toward this consider-
ation, Donna Landry claimed that the “foundation of culture, and the validity
of ideologies that naturalise social inequity [are often] based upon class,
gender, race, sexual orientation, and species identity” which have fixed sec-
tions in society to identifiable groups where the concept of marginality could

applied and traced. These factors have often played significant roles in
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
